Executive Director’s Report
May 19, 2006

Mott Grant / tip cards vs news insert:  One of the items included in the grant is the publication of an informational “tip card” for distribution of information about watershed issues and water quality.   I am convinced that a news insert would better serve us.  We did not, after all the discussion last meeting; move on the insert because of time constraints.  We can, however, plan one for later in the year – and I would strongly encourage us to do so.  We can provide the information to 90,000 people for about the same cost as providing tip cards to 2,000 people.  I would hope that we would consider an insert in conjunction with the storm water informational program that will be launched later this year. 
Trails Committee / Flint River Corridor Alliance:  I continue to chair the trails development committee of the RCA; and we are looking at adding to existing trails across Genesee County – and with a long-term goal of connecting to trails in adjoining counties.   The Genesee County Parks will have a ground breaking for an extension of the trail to Stepping Stone Falls – currently planned for June 2nd – with time/location/and firm date to be determined later, 
Office Move:  The office move went quite smoothly, probably because I was so little involved in it!  My thanks to Edie and Steve for their work in setting up the new 10th floor office.  It is quite a bit larger, and there are actually three desks!  While there are still some kinks to work out, we will have it running smoothly in a short time.
Transition:  The move is a nice transition to the transition!  I have the little desk in the corner, and Steve has the bigger desk, the computer and the phone!  I really am on the way out – and a visit to the office demonstrates that pretty well.
Eagle Scout Project:  A young man is building – as his Eagle Scout project – a canoe launch site on the Flint River in Flint Township.  He has the support of the township and I helped him somewhat by getting Rowe, Inc to assist him with DEQ permits which were required.   He has a substantial construction cost, and I indicated that we might be able to assist him.   I would ask your consideration of a personal donation – or a FRWC allocation of $100 for the project.  (Consider this a New Business addendum item, please.)
