VI. New Business

A. Approval of funding for a stream monitoring brochure. Darren Bagley discussed a proposal by Rita Jack to make 200 color copies of a brochure on the stream monitoring projectat a cost of $50. Linda Berker suggested that instead of a check box for more information, it should read, "Yes, I want to participate." Jeff Mansour mentioned that there should also be information on how to become a member. Jack Minore suggested that 200 copies would not be enough and that the dollar amount should be increased to $200. Darren Bagley motioned to approve the spending of $200 for printing of stream monitoring brochures. Dorthy Gonzales seconded. It was also mentioned that the $200 would not need to be spent all at one time. Members stated that Rita Jack and Darren Bagley could make the appropriate changes before the printing. Motion passed.

B. Suggestions for approving the membership application. Bob Carlyon suggested that the phone number for the FRWC be put in another place on the brochure. Howard Gray brought up the idea of having a membership card for dues paying members. Linda Berker discussed printing a color brochure, but the board members thought it was cost prohibitive. Many members agreed that the flyer should at least be put on colored paper. If anyone has more suggestions email Dorothy Gonzales.

C. Listing and approval of board member responsibilities

1. Attend meeting regularly. (The FRWC Board meets at 8:30am on the 3rd Friday of every other month.)

2. Join the FRWC. (Individual membership dues are $20/year)

3. Participate in at least one volunteer program each year. (Such as river cleanup, Earth Day, Genesee GREEN, or stream monitoring)

4. Participate in at least one FRWC committee.

5. Promote the FRWC, especially within their own organization.

6. Work to build bridges among the diverse watershed interests in the community

D. Task Force to study the organization, goals, and funding of other coalitions. Stephany Diana talked about looking into other watershed organizations to see what is successful. She mentioned that Rob Podolsky was interested in looking into that. Many others wanted to be involved. Dan Emerton stated that Great Lakes United would be a good organization to investigate. Task Force members include: Bob Carlyon, Brad Hill, Deb Cherry, Dorothy Gonzales, and Darren Bagley. Bob Carlyon suggested we talk to Olof Karlstom on the differences between being a coaliton and a council, and whether we should become a council.

E. Stephany had everyone write down their individual ideas for watershed coalition goals for 2001.

F. Dan Emerton discussed a Mercury Free Project in the City of Flint. He wishes Flint to institute a ban on the sale and manufacture of mercury thermometers. He also discussed helping with a thermometer exchange, where individuals could trade their old mercury thermometers for ones that did not contain mercury. The Ecology Center in Ann Arbor is already working with the hospitals on this. Linda Berker motioned that the Flint River Watershed Coalition would support a mercury thermometer exchange program and a a ban on the sale and manufacture of mercury thermometers within the Flint River Watershed. Dorothy Gonzales seconded the motion. It was noted that the idea of support was kept broad because the FRWC is still unsure of what role we could play. Linda Berker stated that the next Environmental Quality Committee meeting would discuss mercury. Motion passed.

VII. Bob Carlyon made the motion to adjourn the meeting. Everyone seconded. Motion passed. The next meeting is on March 16th, 2001 at 8:30am.
