I. Introductions and approval of minutes from January 27, 1999.

January 27, 1999 Meeting Minutes -Stephany Diana proposed to accept the meeting minutes as written; second by Darren Bagley. Minutes approved.

II. Committee Reports

Jeff Mansour asked the Board members to refer to the list of goals prepared by the Education committee which was attached to the meeting packet. He asked if the committees would be willing to use this as a master list for discussion of each of their goals. The list covers a wide range of potential projects and Jeff felt many of them could apply to committees other than the Education committee. The list was reviewed topic by topic. The following projects were discussed more thoroughly than the others:
                                 

1) Assessing Resources -should be done by each committee and compiled findings be given to David Lossing for possible inclusion in an FRWC newsletter. 

2) Survey -to be revisited once assessments are complete which will provide benchmarks of the programs that already exist. The survey would serve to determine what additional services the FR WC can provide to complement existing programs.

3) Phone number -is needed to provide central location for contact. Public Relations should be involved in implementing this.

4) Web Page -is already in the working. Public Relations and Environmental Quality have placed FRWC information at the following location:

5) Watershed Ecology Package -can be put together using free materials from the Partnership for the Saginaw Bay, as indicated by Jeff Pardee. The Education committee is working on this.
                                

6) Lake Associations -will be provided with a pool of speakers to address special topics of concern. Public Relations would maintain a speaker’s bureau.
                                

7) Stenciling Storm Drains -is being investigated by the Environmental Quality committee. Discussion centered on the application methods that would make the stenciling last the longest. Darren Bagley suggested looking into adhesive plates that could be stuck to the drains. The approximate cost is $100 per 160 plates.

 8) Newsletter -is currently being worked on by the Public Relations committee.
          

 9) Watershed cartoon -should be developed along with a logo for the FRWC. The Public Relations committee will work on this.
          

Nominating Committee -Darren Bagley handed out a list of current and potential Board members. Bob Carlyon was added as a definite member representing the City of Flint. Discussion followed on other categories that still need to be filled.' The Board agreed that some vital areas to seek potential members include the UA W, General Motors, Genesee County Parks, and the County Drain Commissioner. Bob Carlyon suggested also recruiting sporting organizations that would fall under the Environmental Conservation category .Howard Gray added that people involved with real estate may also have an interest. Jeff Mansour explained the process for recruiting Board members. The Nominating committee should contact potential members and determine if they have an interest. The committee will then bring a list of their names to the Board for review.

Recreation/Cleanup Committee -John Freeman asked if the FR WC would give written support for the development of nature trails at Happy Hollow Nature Center. The project will happen with or without the Coalition's support, however John wanted to include the FR WC name in the report to the Flint City Council. Jeff Mansour agreed to give verbal support for the project, but he didn't want to confirm a leadership role in it for lack of available resources. John also announced to the group that he and lay Blair had spotted a bald eagle upstream from the Water Plant. Jeff Mansour asked Misti Frenzke to put together a list of all the Board members' e-mail addresses to better facilitate communication among members. He also asked that she contact each committee chair and get the names of their active members and next meting dates. This list will be provided to each Board member to encourage participation in committee meetings.
