III. The. Saginaw Bay Watershed Initiative Network Presentation -provided by guest speaker Charlie Curtis.
The Saginaw Bay Watershed is the largest coastal wetland system in the United States. The Saginaw Bay Watershed Initiative Network (WIN) was started in 1996 with all volunteer members. WIN consists of 3 organizational levels as follows:

WIN started with a $300,000 seed fund and has continued to have at least $300,000 each year since the first year.
There is no charge to join WIN, the organization does not charge fees or dues.
The next meeting, which is one of the two yearly meetings, is scheduled for May 21st at the Saginaw Bay Yacht Club at 9:00 a.m. to 12 noon.

IV. Committee Reports
a) Friends of the Flint River Trail -Stephanie Dianna gave a report on the group's progress and mentioned the success of the Sunday bike outings on the trail.
                 

 b) Flint River Watershed Coalition -Goal Statements "Matrix" was presented for adoption. It was pointed out that the large "X" referred to the leader group for the goals listed and the smaller "x" referred to the supporting groups for the goals listed. Changes made to the Goal Statement "Matrix" handout were:
                                 i) The elimination of the "X" under "Goals Completed" for the Newsletter.
                                ii) The large "X" for the Watershed Ecology package goal should be listed under the Environmental Quality committee and not under the Education committee.

 In reviewing the "Matrix" Stephanie Diana expressed her concern about having more recreation related events listed not just clean- ups. She recommended promoting more, appropriate, recreational uses. Jeff mentioned that he had discussed with John Freeman to see what other opportunities could be included. David Lossing mentioned that the intent of this "matrix" was to help the board to develop parameters and let supporters and funders to know what we are doing.
