VII. Committee Reports
A. Beautification/Cleanup- No new business since the last board meeting

B. Environmental Quality- The Environmental Quality Committee Meeting is hosting a "Who Watches the Water?" presentation for Thursday, November 8th, 2001 at Mayfield Township Hall in Lapeer County.

C. Education Committee- The Education Committee is working on three projects:

1. The committee has identified specific curriculum objectives from the Michigan Department of Education Science and Social Studies standards. The group has also identified materials to meet those objectives and is in the process of bringing those materials together.

2. Along with Publicity/Public Relations, the Education Committee has developed a presentation for local units of government. Darren Bagley has contacted the townships' clerks and treasurer's group and will be speaking to them.

3. Genesee GREEN met and discussed the year's upcoming budget. The program is off-cycle for funding and will be getting some dollars from other sources. The program will probably not be able to expand this year unless the new schools pay for themselves. An introductory meeting will be held on October 22nd. at 4:00pm at the Genesee ISD

D. Finance/Membership

1. Jay Blair stated he could no longer continue as chair of the Finance/Membership Committee

2. The committee submitted a proposal to the Community Foundation to fund a part time executive director along with some staff support, but the original proposal was too large. We are pursuing another proposal with the Ruth Mott Foundation. Stef Diana and Deb Cherry are also looking into additional sources of funding. Linda Berker mentioned that staff support might be more important to acquire than an executive director. Jack Minore inquired about the possibility of getting a work study student to do clerical support. Harry Blecker said he would look into it.

E. Publicity/Public Relations

1. Dorothy Gonzales submitted a proposal to Saginaw Bay Watershed Initiative Network for some educational dollars, which looks like it will get funded.

2. The pollution prevention proposal from the Health Department was funded

3. Dorothy Gonzales, Christina Skivington from CAER, and Darren Bagley were on the Mel Serow Show on WFUM PBS TV-28

F. Recreation-Larry Petrella has contacte MUCC and some local outdoor organizations, but is having difficulty connecting.

IX. Progresss on Current Projects
A. Swartz Creek 319 Grant-Harry Blecker stated that the propasal to DEQ has been "sent downtown" for final review. Hopefully we can get started soon.

B. Monitoring will take place Saturday, September 29th & Wednesday, October 3rd. Linda Berker mentioned that next year's monitoring should be placed on the Sierra Club Outings schedule as soon as possible to encourage their members' participation. We should have close to the same number of sites we had last year.

C. The Watershed Task Force has contacted several watershed organizations and will compile that data as soon as it is gathered.

X. New Business
A. Dorothy Gonzales will print up membership brochures in color, with appropriate changes to the membership categories.

B. Bob Carlyon moved and Jack Minore seconded that the Flint River Watershed Coalition get a P.O. Box to recieve information. Motion passed.

C. Jay Blair participated in a Southeast Michigan Greenways Conference. He said we could participate in the workshops, but we were just outside of the project area.
